
 

 

Aeolian guitars, Double cut away ς Strat style guitar build.  2009 ς THE SCRAPOCASTER Part 01 

This build history is for a Strat styled guitar built primarily from the off-cuts & scrap wood left over from 

previous builds. This instrument will consist of an ash, hard maple, mahogany, sapele & black walnut body. 

With a black walnut neck & rosewood fret board.  

 

 

Above you can see what I started with. These are off cuts from previous builds, different sizes of various 

timbers that will be cut up & glued together to form the body. I was planning on using some of these as 

neck laminates, but most are to short (apart from the mahogany) & were slowly being sliced up for pin 

striping on head stocks or for inlay materials.  

Below you can see the same pieces cut up & thickness planed, ready to be glued up to form the laminated 

central strip of the body & the outer wings. All of this wood had been stored in the workshop for about 2 

years @ this point & was extremly dry, The mahogany in particular, tap tested excellently for tone. 

 



 

 

 

The neck is black walnut. It just about took a CBS styled strat profile, so I did not have to widen the piece 

with a laminate of something else like rock maple or rosewood. It looks good for the most part but there 

are a few knots travelling into the head stock that make it less than perfect for a neck. They do not go as 

far as the machine head area so they will only be a cosmetic feature. Apart from that this should make a 

good neck. A one piece black walnut neck does not really fit with the scrap wood ς off cuts thing but I ŘƻƴΩǘ 

think it would wise to use anything apart from good materials for a neck. 

It was already planed to 20mm thick, so I think a slab board will be a good idea to use here. The alternative 

is a thinner 19-21mm thick neck with a shallow/wafer fret board, but my preference is for 22-25mm necks 

so a 6mm thick board will be used. There is more of this walnut to be used as a top, book matched.  

General Spec: 

Multi laminate body with book matched black walnut top, black walnut neck with CBS reverse head stock, 

rosewood fret board, Pearloid white pick guard (unless the book match is good enough to warrant rear
